At this past monthôs work 
day, board member Bryan 
Morse and artist Charles 
Bronson  installed his newly 
donated sculpture named 
óBorn to Runô along the side 
of the path that links the Jun-
gle pond to the Childrenôs 
Garden.  
The artist was very happy 
with the permanent display 
location of his sculpture. 

To meet our growing needs, this 
past month a new 10ôx 20ô stor-
age shed was purchased and 
installed at A.V.G. 

At this monthôs meeting the Board enthusiastically ap-
proved a proposal to build a new Artistic Flagstone 
Patio. Board President and Environmental Artist Bryan 
Morse  and his fiancé Donna Ray  have agreed to do-
nate all labor and materials needed to construct an Ar-
tistic Flagstone  patio comprised of fields of varying 
colors of Idaho Quartzite separated by fine bands of 
3/4ò pebbles and colored glass. The east side of the 
patio shall be encompassed by a natural rock seat 
wall. The pebble bands shall rise up the face of the 
wall and across the top.  
Plans for the new patio that was named by the artist as 
ñI Raggi  Crescenti di Amoreò (The Growing Rays of 
Love) have been submitted to the Vista Public Arts 
Commission  for the required review and approval be-

fore the project may commence.

Moreton Bay Chestnut (Castanospermum 
australe) is a gorgeous shade tree that is just 

perfect to stroll beneath in summer.  Thatôs 

because itôs curly clusters of orange and yel-

low flowers come bursting right out of the 

hardwood of the branches and trunk, an un-

usual sight for the novice observer.  Although 

this tree can reach 50-60ô or taller and nearly 

as wide in its native Australia it is usually seen 

as more a medium size tree in our area.  It 

has large, shiny dark green leaves and needs 

minimal pruning.  Be aware that the large 

seeds may resemble chestnuts but are toxic 

unless roasted and even then not considered 

tasty!  Ask Lois a question .
